REPORT OF PRESIDENT / EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

The Executive Committee nominated Jim Phelps and Suzanne Samuels to return the Board to fill recently vacated seats. The Board unanimously approved their nominations. 

President Rob Jackson reported that the first of two MCA-sponsored candidate forums was held on September 26th at McLean High School. It featured candidates for County races, including the Chairman of the Board of Supervisors, the Dranesville Supervisor and the School Board. The second debate is slated for Wednesday, October 12th at Langley High School, and will present candidates for the Virginia Senate and House of Delegates races. 

President Jackson reported that the MCA Executive Committee was represented at the recent “Suits and Sneakers” fundraiser hosted by the McLean Chamber of Commerce. 

First Vice President Sally Horn advised that she is updating the MCA website and requested that MCA Committee Chairs email her recent resolutions by the 15th of each month so that she can arrange to have them posted on the MCA website. She also asked for any suggestions for items that they would like to have posted. 

Kerry Stackpole advised that membership dues renewals for November 1st were being sent out; dues would not be increased. He recommended that a USPS mailing be done to all households in MCA zip codes to strengthen outreach and estimated $2300 in postage and mailing costs. 

Kathryn Woods said that a new MCA Facebook page had been created and suggested that Board members log on; a link has been added to the MCA website. She also noted that Rob Jackson’s Twitter posts about MCA could be accessed via links on both the MCA site and Facebook page. 

President Jackson introduced Kevin Dent, Chairman of the Governing Board of the McLean Community Center (MCC). Risa Sanders, the MCC’s Vice Chair, was also in attendance. Kevin Dent was invited to brief the MCA Board on how the MCC was proceeding with respect to possible expansion. 

Chairman Dent thanked the Board for the opportunity to clarify MCC Board activities. He explained that the Board’s financial planning required them to present a budget to the County in advance, and that made timely planning more difficult. He said that MCC would have a $10MM surplus after the deduction of $2MM in combined capital and other expenditures. Given the surpluses, the Board has sought to lower tax rates and is continuing that policy. 

He said that MCC Board’s has been working with real estate consultant Jones Lang LaSalle to explore expansion in downtown McLean. He advised that MCC’s Board had entered closed sessions to discuss this project because they involved real estate negotiations, which could be kept confidential under FOIA. He noted that this project was seen by the Board as an opportunity to be explored and that nothing had yet been settled. The MCC Board planned to get community input once they had a plan. 

MCC Chairman Dent addressed a number of questions by MCA Board members regarding the advisability of confidentiality and defended the MCC Board’s decision as a strategy which enabled better negotiation. Several MCA Board members stated that opening the process would improve it. It was also recommended that the MCC Board reach out to members of the Salona task force. Kevin Dent also responded to a concern regarding the community input process.
Risa Sanders invited MCA Board members to attend MCC Board meetings to see their governing process firsthand. The MCA Board agreed that both community organizations would benefit from mutual attendance.

STANDING COMMITTEES

TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE

No report. 
EDUCATION & YOUTH COMMITTEE
No resolution

Ed Saperstein advised the Committee would meet with McLean youth sports groups to improve communications. The Committee also plans to meet with local and state officials to continue advocating for flexibility in school starting dates.

He also reported that, with FCPS Superintendent Jack Dale’s retirement in FY 2013, the Committee would provide guidelines for the new superintendent. 
BUDGET & TAXATION COMMITTEE
Ted Smith reported that the Board of Supervisors had held its review of the 2011 Carryover budget. It included traffic calming measures, compensation increases, and a set aside for projected 2013 shortfalls or critical 2012 needs.  Smith said that his Committee had no objections to the allocations.
He updated the Board on the Fairfax Water matter and said that the Committee was drafting a resolution on the matter. 

PLANNING & ZONING COMMITTEE

Mark Zetts presented two resolutions. The first supported a Special Exception Amendment by Trinity Group to operate a school and church on the site of Oakcrest School. He advised that the property had originally been a church so that it was already designed for both uses.  Mark Zetts noted that the school had excellent relations with its neighbors and that the applicant had reached out to them to develop a mutually agreeable set of development conditions for the property, notably with respect to parking. The MCA Board approved the resolution unanimously.

Whereas, Oakcrest School has operated a Private School for General Education for Girls (Grades 6-12) for 10 years at 850 Balls Hill Road, McLean, VA under SEA 00-D-006-03; and,

Whereas, the property, zoned R-1 Residential, currently contains a combined chapel and school and two modular classroom trailers; and, 

Whereas, the applicant, Trinity Group LLC, is seeking a Special Exception Amendment to incorporate a church use concurrent with the approved private school use; and,   

Whereas, after Oakcrest School relocates to Reston in 2014, the applicant would continue the private school use; and,

Whereas, under the existing SEA, the permit for the two modular trailers expires August 2, 2015 and the applicant would honor this development condition; and,

Whereas, the maximum school enrollment would remain at 300 pupils and 95 teachers/staff with the same hours of operations; and,

Whereas, the enrollment, dates and hours of operation for summer school and summer camp would likewise remain the same; and,

Whereas, the existing development conditions requiring 100% on-site parking with provisions for parking marshals and overflow parking remain in force; and,

Whereas, the proposed SEA contains development conditions that require 100% on-site parking for the church-related activities and parking marshals to direct traffic, monitor for improper parking and instruct attendees not to cut though the neighborhood; and,

Whereas, the applicant agrees to monitor parking lot utilization on a monthly basis to measure effectiveness and, if on-site parking exceeds 100%, to 1) locate additional off-site parking with shuttle service and, 2) place $35,000 in escrow until the parking utilization falls below 100%; and, 

Whereas, the existing school has maintained a very good relationship with the neighboring community for the last 10 years; and,

Whereas, the applicant worked diligently with the residents of the neighboring in formulating the proposed development conditions that would limit impacts on the neighborhood;

Now, therefore, be it resolved that the McLean Citizens Association supports Special Exception Amendment 11-D-006-04 and Proffered Condition Amendment 2001-D-0072.
The second resolution was concerning the Special Exception requested by MWAA to change the location and entrance of the kiss and ride lot near the entrance of the Tysons West metro station.  Mark Zetts reported that the Committee recommended that it be approved with additional interim access roads given concerns about traffic onto Route 7 from that location. The resolution was adopted by the Board.

Special Exception Amendment 2008-MD-034

Tax Maps 29-3 ((1)) 02C1, 53, 53A, 57H and 57J

October 5, 2011

Whereas, Metropolitan Washington Airports Authority (MWAA) on behalf of Washington Metropolitan Area Transit Authority (WMATA) seeks to amend Special Exception (SE) 2008-MD-034 which established the Tysons Spring Hill Metro station use at the corner of Route 7 and Spring Hill Road; and, 

Whereas, the SE originally proposed a north entrance pavilion in the VDOT right-of-way adjacent and parallel to Route 7; and,

Whereas, the Special Exception Amendment (SEA) proposes to relocate the entrance pavilion to the northeast and rotate it in excess of 90 degrees to align it with two future office buildings being proposed by the Georgelas Group, LLP (Georgelas); and,

Whereas, the entrance pavilion would be constructed by MWAA and Georgelas would dedicate the land in fee simple; and,

Whereas, the SEA further proposes a temporary Kiss & Ride (KR) facility on the east side of the entrance pavilion with 28 spaces of surface parking and ingress/egress onto Spring Hill Road; and, 

Whereas, the KR facility would also be constructed by MWAA on an easement granted by Georgelas; and,

Whereas, in the future, a permanent KR facility would be incorporated into the ground floor of a future Georgelas high-rise office building that would be constructed, by Georgelas, on the same site; and,

Whereas, peak hour traffic at the facility would be 90 cars per hour; and, 

Whereas, the proposed KR facility entrance on Spring Hill Road would only be 90 feet from the Route 7 and Spring Hill Road intersection, in violation of VDOT’s road standards; and,

Whereas, the applicant is applying for a VDOT exception that would permit an entrance into the KR facility from Spring Hill Road with the proviso that the turning movements would be limited to right turn in and right turn out; and, 

Whereas, during heavy traffic the proximity of the KR entrance to the Route 7 intersection will cause vehicles to stack within the facility when the signal is red; and,

Whereas, vehicles that exit the facility and attempt to turn left onto Route 7 will have very limited distance in which to change lanes; and,  

Whereas, the Georgelas Spring Hill Station rezoning proposes to construct new streets in the immediate neighborhood, one of which is referred to as Retail Circle; and,

Whereas, when built, Retail Circle would provide additional access to both the temporary and permanent KR facility from the north; and, 

Whereas, the additional access to the KR facility from Retail Circle, in conjunction with the other proposed streets, would provide motorists with better connections to the facility;

Now, therefore, be it resolved that the McLean Citizens Association supports SEA 2008-MD-034 provided Retail Circle or a temporary access road connects to the proposed Kiss & Ride facility from the north prior to the facility becoming operational.

ENVIRONMENT, PARKS AND RECREATION COMMITTEE

No resolution.

Frank Crandall reported that progress was being made in Fairfax County Park Authority’s plans to acquire Langley Fork Park, which has been leased from the National Park Service. A land swap is being pursued. The park has 52.4 acres of property including several athletic fields, with room for additional facilities and would allow for the consolidation of trails. He said that the Park Authority would hold a public hearing on October 13th to gain input on its master plans for the park.

TYSONS CORNER LIAISON COMMITTEE
No resolution.

Mark Zetts reported that the County Planning Commission Tysons Corner Committee  would be holding regular meetings until March, 2012. He said that the commission wants VDOT to pay more for the roads and that the County must revise transportation cost calculations to meet updated VDOT guidelines. 

President Rob Jackson advised that he had written to several members of the Planning Commission to reiterate his request for further information on the Route 28 financing (75% private/25% public) for purposes of comparison to the Tysons Corner funding formula recommended by County staff (42% private/58% public).
MCLEAN PLANNING COMMITTEE

No report.

FAIRFAX COUNTY FEDERATION OF CITIZENS ASSOCIATIONS 
Joe Gibson told the Board that George Lamb, Northern Virginia Soil and Water Conservation District Director, met with the FCFCA regarding the EPA’s large increase in the County’s contribution to Chesapeake Bay funding.

He also reported that the association is updating its legislative agenda and that committees would put forth key concerns. Among the considerations is a platform to encourage jobs in Virginia and to support purchasing more U.S.-made goods.

Patrick Smaldore was nominated, seconded and unanimously approved to be the MCA  liaison to attend McLean Community Center Board meetings.
