REPORT OF PRESIDENT / EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
President Jackson discussed the MCA policy on taping candidates’ nights, and recommended that the policy be no taping at future candidates’ nights because this has become a time-consuming distraction for the MCA. Following a discussion in which Board Directors expressed a range of views, the Board voted to establish an ad hoc group to come back in January with a written policy. Steve DelBianco, Glenn Harris, Mark Kinnane, Joe Gibson and Sally Horn volunteered to serve on the committee.

Bill Denk has continued to pursue IRS designation of MCA’s status as a non-profit. He said that the IRS reportedly had sent the MCA a letter in October regarding reestablishment of MCA’s status; need to check with Kerry Stackpole to see if it has been received. 

STANDING COMMITTEES

TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE

No resolution.
Jim Robertson reported that public hearings are planned on the widening of Route 7 west of Tysons.
EDUCATION & YOUTH COMMITTEE
No resolution

Ed Saperstein said the E&Y Committee held meetings with McLean youth sports groups. There was discussion that the Capital One fields, which have provided a public service, would be lost following Tysons development. There was also an issue with the shortage of gyms. The Committee will consider how they might be able to help address this matter.

The November 8 election included a bond issue, which would impact funds for Langley High School, Haycock Elementary and Thomas Jefferson High School. 

BUDGET & TAXATION COMMITTEE
A draft resolution was presented on the McLean Community Center (MCC) budget. Ted Smith expressed concern about the tax rate and the MCC budget, which he said is three times what the annual budget requires. Smith took issue with the MCC Board’s level of communication and transparency, and he commented on the methodology of the MCC public survey on expansion. 

The Board discussed whether the MCC Board had the right to conduct closed meetings, whether the tone of the resolution was appropriate, and expressed a desire for further information and study. John Adams moved that the resolution be sent to the Executive Committee in consultation with B&T co-chairs to rework the resolution. The motion was seconded and passed with three opposed. Members of the Board were asked to pass their comments on to the Executive Committee. 
Ted Smith reported that the Board of Supervisors voted 9-1 in favor of extending Fairfax Water service to all Fairfax citizens. 

The Committee also said that the Budget Task Force would likely be reconstituted. 

PLANNING & ZONING COMMITTEE

No resolution. 

The P&Z Committee met with owners of a residence on the corner of Idlywood Road regarding their plan to pursue a rezoning of their property from R2 to R3 in order to divide their lot into two. The owners were also considering a petition to the Board of Supervisors to waive their fee for rezoning ($27K).  Some committee members thought that that this could set a precedent. Lemon Road HOA was said to be supportive of waiving the fee, but they will wait for County staff opinion before deciding whether they favor rezoning.

ENVIRONMENT, PARKS AND RECREATION COMMITTEE

No resolution.

Frank Crandall reported that a public meeting on the Langley Fork master plan was held and that progress was being made. He also said that there would be an increase in sewer bills due to increased EPA requirements on water treatment. 

MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE
No resolution.

Nicki Watts volunteered to serve as the new Chair for Membership.

TYSONS CORNER LIAISON COMMITTEE
No resolution.

Mark Zetts was absent because he was attending a meeting of the County Planning Commission Tysons Corner Committee. Rob Jackson reported that the Board of Supervisor is looking at options on how to raise money for Tysons infrastructure costs. He also said that landowners don’t think they can fit 20 fields inside Tysons and believe that they would need to move fields to outer areas.

MCLEAN PLANNING COMMITTEE

No report.

MCLEAN REVITALIZATION CORPORATION
Elizabeth Morton said that bus shelters were an ongoing matter. She said that as of November 1st, they had applied for another transportation grant. She also reported that downtown undergrounding was due to start in June, 2012. 

FAIRFAX COUNTY FEDERATION OF CITIZENS ASSOCIATIONS 
Joe Gibson said FCFCA would vote on their legislative agenda in November and that the association website had details. He noted that the MCA has three votes on the FCFCA Board. 

A recent meeting focused on the “village” movement, which supports seniors living in place with  services such as roof repairs and activities for seniors. He felt that this could be a way to bring the McLean community together.
