The E&Y and B&T committees submitted a resolution on the Local Composite Index Issue which was passed by the MCA Board in early March 2010. We strongly encouraged our governor and area legislators to see that an update of the LCI was enacted for FY 2011 so as to avoid about a $60 million deepening of our budget shortfall based on an after-the-fact change of rules.  

In March 2010 and April 2010 the committee met on Teen Character Award matters.  The Teen Character Award recognizes teens with exceptional ethical and compassionate character.  The awards were given out in May 2010.

In June 2010 the committee met with Peter Noonan, Chief Academic Officer of FCPS, to discuss various issues including class size, mini-semester in June for some high school students, starting school before Labor Day and Full Day Kindergarten. 

In October 2010 the committee met with Mark Zetts, Chair of the MCA Planning and Zoning Committee, to discuss cell towers on school property.  
In November 2010 the committee met with Senator Janet Howell to discuss various matters including starting school before Labor Day, teaching of science and technology, and special education. 
In December 2010, the committee met with Janie Strauss, our School Board representative, and Ilryong Moon an At Large School Board member, to discuss various issues including the challenging budget environment, class size, starting school before Labor Day and Full Day Kindergarten.

In January & February 2011 the E&Y and B&T Committees met to jointly review the proposed FY 2012 Fairfax County School Budget.  Also, the E&Y committee is working on resolutions for the MCA Board to consider in early March on Full-Day Kindergarten and on starting school before Labor Day (the E&Y committee and the MCA Board have supported both of these in past years).
