REPORT OF PRESIDENT / EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE
President Jackson said that the MCA dues notices had been mailed out. He requested that Committee Chairs send their final resolutions and any other important documents to Sally Horn a few days prior to the 19th of each month so that they could be posted on the MCA website. He also asked that chairs send their final resolutions out to the distribution list and copy the Executive Committee. He will sign off on any cover letters as needed. 

STANDING COMMITTEES

TRANSPORTATION COMMITTEE

Jim Phelps reported that the Committee met in November and received updates from the Dulles Rail and the HOT Lane projects. He noted that there will be a community meeting on Connector Sound walls at the Lemon Road School on Wed., Dec 14 at 7:00 PM. A notice would be sent out to all Noise Coalition members. VDOT plans to propose 14 ft. sound walls along the Colonial Hills Drive area, and 10 ft. sound walls along most of the connector. Jim Phelps expressed concern that the walls would provide minimal to negative noise mitigation along different segments of the connector. He reported that VDOT plans to tear down 15+ ft walls in one area (NE side of connector from Idylwood Bridge to I-66) and replace them with 10 ft walls.

The Committee received an update from the Supervisor’s office on VDOT plans for the design of the widening of Rte. 7 between the DTR and Reston Parkway. VDOT has established a working group that will meet regularly next year to gather community input into the planning of the widening of Route 7 between Reston Parkway and Jarrett Valley Drive (DTR.) The stretches of Route 7 between Reston Avenue and Reston Parkway and beyond will be designed and constructed earlier and are separately funded from the longer stretch between Reston Parkway and the DTR. The group will include representatives from MCA, GFCA, Reston Association, Hunter Mill and Dranesville District Office, FDOT and VDOT. 

EDUCATION & YOUTH COMMITTEE
No resolution

Ed Saperstein said Rep. Barbara Comstock was a guest at the November meeting. Discussions included the issue of the start of the school year. Rep. Comstock was said to be supportive. Pension underfunding at FCPS was also discussed and it was suggested that the B&T Committee might be interested in exploring the matter. 

In December, the Committee will meet with State Senators Janet Howell and Barbara Favola. 

BUDGET & TAXATION COMMITTEE
Ted Smith presented a revised resolution regarding the McLean Community Center (MCC) budget. The resolution was written with input from B&T Committee members and members of the Executive Committee. Following a discussion among Board members, several amendments were made and accepted. The revised resolution was seconded and approved; there were three abstentions and no votes opposed. The final resolution reads as follows:

Budget and Taxation and Executive Committees
December 7, 2011

Whereas, the McLean Community Center (MCC) has been carrying a general fund balance of from $9.8 million to $12.6 million for fiscal years 2009-2012, with tax rates of 2.6, 2.4, 2.4, and 2.3 cents per $100 of assessed value, respectively; and

Whereas, the MCC Governing Board has not established a definitive plan for the construction or acquisition of additional facilities for the benefit of McLean’s citizens, nor have they refunded any of the excess general fund balance that was amassed during the real estate value appreciation period and that has been held for MCC expansion, according to the MCC Governing Board; and

Whereas, the MCC Governing Board has proposed an FY 2013 budget based on a tax rate of 2.2 cents per $100, which would result in a general fund balance of $11.9 million; 

Now therefore, be it resolved that the MCA urges the MCC Governing Board and the Board of Supervisors to resolve the question of the disposition of  the taxpayer-funded surplus and the possible expansion of the MCC’s facilities in the Fairfax County budget for fiscal year 2013, with resolution constituting the presentation by the Governing Board, and approval by the Board of Supervisors, of a plan to spend a specific sum of money from the MCC’s budget surplus on a specific capital improvement project(s), and/or a plan to draw down the MCC budget surplus, as set forth below.

Therefore, be it further resolved that, in the event no expansion plan is approved, the Board of Supervisors set the FY 2013 tax rate for the McLean Community Center at a significantly lower rate per $100 of assessed value, drawing from the approximate $12 million MCC general fund balance to meet the rest of the MCC’s FY2013 revenue needs; and

Be it further resolved that the Board of Supervisors should require the MCC Governing Board to provide periodic reports and updates of its objectives, plans, and decisions to: the Board of Supervisors Chairman, the Dranesville Supervisor, the McLean Planning Committee, the McLean Revitalization Corporation and the citizens of the McLean small tax district; and

Be it further resolved that the Board of Supervisors should require that the MCC Governing Board secure the acceptance by the McLean Small Tax District citizens of any comprehensive expansion plan before committing funds to implement such a plan or negotiating with landowners.
Ted Smith also reported that the Committee attended the School Board budget meeting with the BOS and that there was a budget shortfall. He said that the joint Budget Task Force had a meeting on December 6th.  Ted Smith then submitted his resignation as Chair of the B&T Committee, effective January 1st. He was thanked for his excellent leadership.
PLANNING & ZONING COMMITTEE

TYSONS CORNER LIAISON COMMITTEE
No resolution.

Walter Alcorn and Jay Donahue were guests at the last meeting. The County Planning Commission Tysons Corner Committee (PCTC) was said to be struggling with how best to allocate costs and had some concerns over whether there should be a set funding formula. The staff proposal on this matter was said to be unpopular, and citizens were encouraged to present their views. Additionally, it was suggested that the County should approach the state in a unified way to make the case for help in underwriting costs. A proposal from the PCTC is expected in March and would go to the Board of Supervisors. 

MCLEAN PLANNING COMMITTEE

No report.

MCLEAN REVITALIZATION CORPORATION
Roshan Badii reported that there were two upcoming projects. One is for the landscaping of the pedestrian median on Old Dominion Drive west of Pimmit Run. A design was submitted to VDOT for $120,000 in funding, and a $30,000 pledge was received from various groups, including the McLean Community Foundation, Supervisor Foust’s office and McLean Properties, LLC.  The second project is for gateway signage. Four new welcome to McLean signs are being designed. 
FAIRFAX COUNTY FEDERATION OF CITIZENS ASSOCIATIONS 
Joe Gibson said FCFCA held their November meeting on the legislative agenda. Many of the agenda items related to mass transit and transportation matters. 

He also reported that there is a vacancy for a citizen representative to serve on the County’s Public Facilities Manual committee and asked for names of possible nominees.
